The 5 Point Amphitheatre is located off the I-5 in Irvine, CA.  If you are using WAZE/Google 
Maps or GPS, use this address: 8390 Marine Way, Irvine, CA 92618. This is the best 
address to get you here, as that location is across the street from the venue.
 
From the I-5 South, take exit 96A for Sand Canyon Avenue. Turn left on Sand Canyon and 
then take an immediate right on Marine Way. You will stay on Marine Way for 2 miles (you 
will see the back of the grandstands). It is located past the large park on your left.
 
UBER/LYFT:
There is UBER Drop off/pick up available.  Uber is the official ride of FivePoint Amphitheatre 
presented by Mercury Insurance with dedicated pickup and dropoff zones and the option to 
schedule your ride, you can arrive on time, leave after the encore, and never miss a minute.
 
IRVINE-TRAIN/AMTRAK PACIFIC SURFLINER:
You can take the Metrolink/Amtrak Train to Lift Off Powerhouse from downtown Los Angeles 
or San Diego!  Your train station is IRVINE. 
The Pacific Surfliner directly serves FivePoint Amphitheatre, It’s an easy five-minute walk 
from the FivePoint Amphitheatre (though ticketed passengers should allow at least 10 minutes 
to get to the station.) The train will not wait for late passengers. The venue opens one hour 
before scheduled showtimes. See concert schedules and train schedules below.

From the Train to the Concert in Five Minutes
Once you get off the train, you’ll be at the FivePoint Amphitheatre in no time! There is a 
dedicated walkway for train riders along Platform 1 (the side furthest from the station building). 
If you arrived from a station located north of Irvine, cross the pedestrian bridge and follow 
the signs to the walkway entrance. If you arrived from a station located south of Irvine, simply 
make your way along the platform to reach the walkway! The walk takes only 5 minutes. On 
the way home, you’ll depart from the opposite platform from which you arrived.

Northbound to Los Angeles
Please note that there is no longer special return service to stations north of Irvine after the 
concert, so passengers traveling back to Santa Ana, Anaheim, Fullerton or Los Angeles 
need to leave early enough to take regularly scheduled Train 595 (schedule below) or take 
alternate transportation home.

*This train departs Irvine just before 11 p.m., and does not wait for the concert to end. 
Passengers must allow adequate time to get from the venue to the station to get to the 
platform prior to the scheduled train departure.
 
PERMITTED ITEMS:
·        Bags no larger than 14”x14”x6”
·        Cameras – nonprofessional only, no detachable lenses
·        Food – in a clear, 1-gallon ziplock bag
·        Water – up to 1 gallon in a factory sealed or empty plastic bottle
·        Cell phone/chargers
 
Items NOT-ALLOWED to be brought in to venue include, but are not limited to:
•	 Weapons of any kind
•	 Alcohol
•	 Illegal drugs/substances
•	 Glass containers
•	 Cans and aluminum water containers
•	 Hard sided/large coolers
•	 Large or oversized bags/back packs, such as luggage, duffel bags, or industrial/camping-

sized back packs larger than 14”x14”x6”
•	 Laser pointers
•	 Animals (except service animals)
•	 Fireworks
•	 Lawn chairs
